The name of the club shall be Rye Hill Golf Club
(hereinafter called the Club). The Club is operated by
Rye Hill Golf Club Limited (hereinafter called the
Company).

The Directors and appointed employees of the
Company are solely responsible for all matters
relating to the affairs and management of the Club.

Any notice from time to time displayed on the Club
notice board(s) duly authorised by one of the said
directors or appointed employees shall at all times
from part of the Conditions of Membership of the Club

Any officers of the Club, including Captain and Lady
Captain shall be appointed by the Company.

The Club shall consist of such categories of members
as the Company shall from time to time determine.

Annual members of the Club shall be invited to renew
their membership annually through payment of a
subscription. The amount and due date of such
subscription will be determined by the Company and
notified to members in writing. The Company may
decline to invite the renewal of any membership and
shall not be obliged to give any reason to do so. In
such circumstances, or in any other circumstances
whatsoever, the member will not be entitled to a
refund of the entrance fee (if applicable) either in
whole or in part.

Executive membership units are perpetual providing a
minimum number of 'units’ are purchased in each
calendar year, such minimum units to be published by
the Club from time to time.

Any person or body wishing to apply for membership
of the Club shall do so in writing. The Company may
approve or decline such application at its discretion.
On approval and on payment of the entrance fee (if
applicable) and subscription notified by the Company
such person or body shall become a member of the
Club.

Having been accepted as a member of the Club, that
member will not be entitled to a refund of the
entrance fee or annual subscription either in whole or
in part for any reason whatsoever, save as in clause 7
below.

If at any time, it is considered by the Company that a
member's conduct is not in the best interests of the
Club, that membership may be cancelled by the
Company. In such circumstances the member will be
entitled to a refund amounting to the unexpired
portion of the annual membership fee or a refund of
unused units.

The name of any member whose subscription remains
unpaid after the expiry of fourteen days from the due
date shall be posted in the clubhouse.

If, after the expiry of a further fourteen days the
subscription remains unpaid, that membership will
automatically cease.

Members who pay their subscription and / or entrance
fee by monthly direct debit will lose their membership
if any due payment is not met, except if so caused,
and proved to be, by clerical error.

In the event of any such default the member so
defaulting shall not be entitled to visit the Club at any
time in the future whether as a member, member's
guest or visitor.
